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A Texas Legend — Forged by two non-Texans

Charles Goodnight was born in Macoupin County,
lllinois in 1836 and at the young age of ten he
moved, with his mother and stepfather to the
still young Lone Star state of Texas. Atthe age

of twenty he entered into the cattle business.

In 1857 he joined the Texas Rangers and later he
fought for the Confederacy during the Civil War.
Following the War, he returned to Texas and
participated in that famous state-wide cattle
roundup referred to as “making the gather”.
Instead of driving his cattle north to Kansas he
decided to trail west to New Mexico.

Oliver Loving was born in Kentucky in 1812 and
moved to Texas in 1845 where he raised cattle and
also owned a shipping company. He trailed cattle

to Louisiana, lllinois, and Colorado before the
Civil War. During the War he sold beef to the
Confederates. About 1866 he joined with Charles
Goodnight to blaze a trail west to Fort Sumter,
New Mexico. This traill became known as the
Goodnight-Loving trail.

Charles Goodnight wrote about Oliver Loving:

“Oliver Loving, senior, is undoubtedly the first

man who ever trailed cattle from Texas. His

earliest effort was in 1858 when he took a herd

across the frontier of the Indian Nation or No
Man's Land , through eastern Kansas and
northwestern Missouri into lllinois. His second



attempt was in 1859; he left the frontier of the
upper Brazos and took a northwest course until he
struck the Arkansas River, somewhere about the
mouth of the Walnut, and followed it to just
about Pueblo where he wintered”
