He started off a little shaky like all of us our first time but like a champ; he came
through with flying colors. | was able to observe him on several occasions and he
handled himself well. Many shooters aren't comfortable running a posse and at times,
| too am either tired or just not in the mood to take on a posse. Even then, | will help
out with what ever responsibility needs to be done from the loading table, picking up
brass, or running the timer. The person running the posse has the duty of trying to
make the stages/day go by smoothly. This can be done mostly by administering the
duties out and not working oneself to death. For new posse marshals, first determine
who is on your posse and how many people you have that can run the timer. You
may have to get the book and spread them out so that the timer operators can rotate
out after about 4 or 5 shooters. Less if you have enough timer operators on the
posse. This way the new posse marshal can take a rest now and then. In the heat it
Is easy to get tired quickly so pass along the duties, get some water, and take a load
off on occasion. Kid Charlemagne showed he could handle the position if need be.
With his first outing, | hope he built up a little bit more confidence on what goes on with
the RO. It is definitely different and will give the new RO a deeper respect for the
older RO's and just what it takes to get things going. Don't get discouraged though,
cause there will be times when it seems like everything you do is going wrong. Just
depend upon your posse to pick up the duties and keep things running as smoothly as
possible.

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A Note from the Editor (actually a bank check)

Sheyenne, North Dakota

The name "Sheyenne" is derived from the nearby &hey River which was named after the
Cheyenne Indians. The first explorers in the aresspelled the name, thus changing the "C" to
an"S".

Sheyenneis a city in Eddy County. The population was 31&a 2000 census. Sheyenne was
founded in 1883. In 2008 Sheyenne will be celebgaits 125th Anniversary. Located in the
city are a U.S. post office, a senior citizen'steerand a fire department. A community center
and the Log Cabin Museum are located on Main S{t¢&. Route 281). Businesses in the
city include a farm implement dealer, a gas statoohair salon, a taxidermy shop, and a bar.
On the west side of town there is a park with camggdacilities and a baseball field. On the
east end of town there is a park located on a dam.

Log Cabin Museum- a pioneer museum showcasing the history of tieey&ne area. The
building was built in 1867 near Fort Totten, NoRakota. It was brought to Sheyenne as
part of a community betterment program in the 19308 was expanded soon after. The
original woodwork can be seen in the cabin toddye Tog Cabin Museum contains many
historic items from the area such as a barber cBaeyenne Star newspapers, and articles
of clothing owned by John Aasen — one of the taltors in history. It also shows off
many Native American artifacts that were foundha tegion.

By the way, about 150 miles south and east of Sheye is the town of Enderlin, North
Dakota, home of the Sheyenne Valley Peacemakers, 8ASS club
